This Remedial Action Services contract outlines our
compliance obligations in accordance with the existing EPA Consent Decree and Record of Decision

2. City ISO Rating. Attached is a copy of Chief Hoyle’s explanation regarding the results of our recent
fire insurance rating. This rating is conducted approximately every 15 years. The City’s ISO rating is
a “4” which places us in the top 15% Nationally and top 13% in New Hampshire.
